Since August of last year 

we have been helping the 

residents to find other 

housing.  There are still a 

handful left 

here at this 

time of writ-

ing.  Our goal 

was not to 

make anyone 

homeless by 

closing the 

SRO and, 

thanks be to 

God, so far we 

have been 

able to meet 

that goal.  

There were a number of 

reasons why we needed to 

close the Residence as an 

SRO, but the bottom line is 

that many of the men, who 

were legally considered 

tenants, refused to cooper-

ate with goals of sobriety 

and moral living and there 

was very little we could 

legally require of them.  As 

time went on, it became 

more difficult to help men 

who  didnõt want to be  

helped or who were stuck n 

their addictions.   

In December we began to 

open the 3rd floor of St. 

Anthonyõs as an overnight 

shelter  for homeless men.  

The guests who participate  

in this shelter program are 

required to remain sober in
